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Cover Illustration:  Inspired by The Treachery of Images (La trahison des 

images 1928Ð29) by RenŽ Magritte, the image replaces the famous pipe and 

quote "Ceci n'est pas une pipe" with two new elements.  The scientist with 

flying belt/jet pack is from the cover of the August 1928 issue of Amazing 

Stories by Frank R. Paul for E.E. "Doc" Smith's The Skylark of Space, one of 

the earliest novels of interstellar travel. The quote translates to "This is not 

the future" from Esperanto, a constructed language created in 1887 by L. L. 

Zamenhof with the hopes of it becoming a universal second language. The 

image was scanned from materials in the BGSU Pop Culture Library and the 

quote was translated using the Internet.
